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We bope everyone is well and your entire family is getting excited about the coming summer at Camps Equinunk and
Blue Ridge. As we prepare together for the summer of 2004, please make note of the following:
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1. Please feel free to contact Sheryl or Richie if you have any questions concerning
your child(ren). You can contact Caralyne, our office manager, directly for all other
administrative questions that arise now and during the summer..

2. Camp starts on MONDAY, JUNE 28th. Directions for meeting camp buses will be mailed in
the next notice.

3. We will only accept trunks and duffels delivered by NEW MILLENIUM TRUCKING or TEAM
TRUCKING (for Florida families). They are fully licensed and pick up at your home and the bag-
gage will be placed directly into your child's bunk. Florida Trucking pick ups will be early June
and New Millenium Trucking pick ups the 17th, 18th and 19th June.They will be contacting you
this month.

4. Our bus company will not permit duffels or luggage on or under the bus in the
storage compartments. These items must be shipped by our camp trucking company.
Children are permitted ONE (1) CARRYON, AIRLINE SIZE BAG ON THE BUS.
EXCEPTION: Since many of our campers participate in hockey programs throughout the month
of June, hockey equipment in appropriate storage bags will be permitted in the under-storage
compartment of the bus.

5. Reminder: Please adhere to the uniform and clothing list that was enclosed in
the last mailing. Shirts should be Red and Grey for Equinunk; Blue, Grey and White for Blue Ridge.
Please: let’s keep our camp environment simple and natural. All inappropriate or extra clothing
will be returned home.

6. Please be sure to return your child’s Health Forms that were included in our last
mailing. IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT WE HAVE A SIGNED FORM FOR EACH CHILD BY MAY 20TH
TO INSURE PROPER MEDICAL TREATMENT.

7. Itis important that you take your child to the dentist for an examination and that all dental
work is completed before camp begins.

8. Bunk 1.com provides summer website services that enable you to stay in touch all summer
long. See the full page enclosure to get started today.

9. We are not responsible for baggage, clothing, radios, cameras, sporting goods, laundry, etc., sent
or brought to camp that may be damaged, lost or stolen, either during transit or while at camp.
Secure yourself against the above by getting coverage under a broad personal effects floater
policy. This coverage is available through AM Skier Co.; call Caralyne if you need information.

10. Please review Birthday, Golf and Horseback Riding options and return tear-off if applicable.

11. The next mailing at the beginning of June will include Camp Updates, Staff News, Bunk
Assignments, Telephone Calling Schedules and Bus Departure times.
